Jessamy Beauty Rockrose 

Sun to part shade  Zones 7-10 

The rockroses are evergreen Mediterranean shrubs are not at 
all related to the true roses, though they are just as lovely. As 
drought tolerant as California’s native chaparral plants, they 
can be totally naturalized. Though some rockroses grow quite 
large and unruly, Jessamy Beauty is a low grower that retains 
its compact form, reaching about 2 feet high and spreading to 
5’across. Its deep emerald leaves have a refined appearance, 
making it equally at home in structured gardens as it is in dry 
and low maintenance gardens. The 2 1/2 inch crepe paper 
blossoms, white, with a deep red spot at the base of each petal, 
are fleeting, each lasting only a day, but numerous and oh so 
lovely. Wonderful as a large scale ground cover!
