Cheddar pinks 

Sun to part shade Zones 3-8 

The tidy foot wide mat of steely blue evergreen 
foliage of this plant is appealing on its own, but the 
spotted pink and red blossoms transform it into 
something magical. Would that this photo were 
scratch –n- sniff!  Heavily scented (and flavored! 
They’re edible) of clove, you won’t even have to look 
to know the pinks are in bloom, which will be over a 
long season if the spent flowers are removed. In an 
era where so many flowers have lost their scent 
through cultivation, this nostalgic perennial provides 
a welcome reminder of the delight to the senses 
that the scent of a flower can bring.
