
   
Foeniculum vulgaris rubrum ‘Smokey’ 

Bronze Leaf Fennel 

Sun to light shade Zones 4-10 

A tall, wispy beauty for the herb garden and beyond, bronze leaf 
fennel contributes height and a smokey sophistication to mixed 
plantings. After reaching an impressive height of 3-(gulp!)6’, 
bronze leaf fennel dons it intricate, yellow umbel flowers 
which are landing pads for nectar hungry butterflies, in 
particular, swallowtails, for whom it provides a larval food, as 
well. One of the nine sacred curative herbs of medieval times, 
Fennel has long been used both as seed and leaf to calm both 
upset stomachs and ragged nerves. Though not a bulbing fennel, 
the anise-like flavor of the copper colored leaves brings an 
exotic addition to salads, teas and seafood dishes. Perennial, easy 
to grow, seductively attractive, useful, and delicious.
