 Purple Bouquet English Lavender is grown for its long 
stems and rich, dark purple, sweetly scented blossoms, 
just right for making bouquets! The deep flower color 
holds up well when cut, making it ideal for crafts. Its 
relatively compact size, 20”tall, 24-30”wide makes it a bit 
easier to place in gardens than typical English lavender, 
but with the same culinary uses. Easy to grow with good 
drainage, lavenders are deer resistant, heat and drought 
tolerant plants. Shear after blooming to promote 
rebloom and long life for the plants, and don’t forget 
to take armloads of flowers inside, where their sweet 
scent perfumes the room.
