Found in many parts of California, this beautiful 
Native Lily grows in dappled shade areas near 
stream banks. One of our beloved wild flowers, 
Leopard Lily makes quite an impression when the 
bloom stalks shoot up to as much as 6’ tall in 
summer., sporting its festive spotted orange 
lanterns. Highly attractive to hummingbirds, the 
Crimson red and orange nodding blossoms are 2 
to 4 inches wide and held on branched 
“candelabras”, a vision you won’t likely soon 
forget. A true California treasure.
