
One of the prettiest of the ornamental oreganos, ‘Kent 
Beauty’ is a delicate thing with pendulous, layered floral bracts 
that resemble hops or, some say, pink/green pine cones. A 
beautiful addition to containers and hanging baskets, it is 
equally nice in rock gardens and trailing over walls. Reaching 
6-8”high by 12- 18”across, it will fill small nooks and crannies in 
dry-ish soil where drainage is good. Deer resistant, it can be 
planted outside of protected areas, but wherever it’s planted, it 
shows its pretty blossoms best where its trailing habit can be 
appreciated. The blooms are particularly nice as dried flowers 
where they hold their form well. A long blooming perennial.
