
Victoria Rhubarb 
Rheum rhabarbarum ‘Victoria’ 

Part shade in hot climates 

 A classic heirloom vegetable, Victoria rhubarb is a 
perennial that will produce for you and your family for 
many years to come. Victoria is a tried and trusted variety 
that has graced tables for nearly 200 years. The succulent 
greenish-pink stems are sweeter and more tender than 
many other varieties and are abundantly produced by 
vigorous, large plants. Plant in organic soil in partial shade 
in hot climates to give the plants the cool, moist conditions 
they favor. Harvest leaf stems by pulling free from the 
plant and discarding the blades of the leaf in the compost 
pile. Use the cooked stems in pies, cobblers, and preserves 
for a true old timey treat
