
Pincushion Flower 
 

Scabiosa caucasica ‘Fama’ 

Sun to Part Shade 

At  2-3” across, the sky blue blossoms of pincushion flower  
are certainly striking. Shaped like the perfect butterfly 
landing pad, they appear most of the summer perched atop 2-
3’tall, wiry stems, where the smallest breeze makes them bob 
about playfully. Ideal as a cut flower,  The broad, flat 
blooms have been a staple in the cut flower industry for 
more than 150 years. Easily grown, Pincushion Flower, also 
known as Caucasian Scabious, is adaptable to soil type, 
growing well in well-drained neutral to slightly alkaline 
soil. Dig and divide clumps when they become large to keep 
them youthful and productive, and remove spent flowers 
throughout the season to keep the flowers coming.
