This diminutive yet classic denizen of the 
herb garden will also fill spaces in your landscape 
where you need a small, evergreen plant that fills 
spaces, resists browsing by deer, and attracts bees 
when in bloom. A true Mediterranean, thyme 
tolerates heat and drought and doesn’t even mind our 
chilly, wet winters, as long as it has decent drainage. 
For a special touch, try adding the purple-pink 
blossoms to salads. A beautiful accent!
